The notion to inspire innovation in  
youth began with British Prime Minister Gordon Brown and  
Carl Schramm, president and CEO of the Ewing Marion 
Kauffman Foundation. 

The Week quickly grew into a worldwide movement to unleash 
the ideas of tomorrow’s entrepreneurs. In 2008, its inaugural 
year, the Week involved more than 3 million participants, 100 
countries, 25,000 activities, and 8,800 partners.

2009 promises to be even bigger. A growing coalition of 
organizations is actively planning the Week in more than 75 
countries.
